Welcome Remarks by Prof. Dr. Chira Hongladarom, Secretary-General, Foundation for International Human Resource Development and Lead Shepherd, APEC Human Resource Development Working Group

· Friends, it is good to be informal. I organized many conferences of the Foundation for 200-300 people. Sometimes, you forget the content because of being tired. So coming back to smaller conference with University of Washington. I studied there.

· Of course, ISIS from Chulalongkorn University.

· I am actually here to learn because Peter Drucker died at 95. I heard that the still wrote a book before he died.

· First of all, I would lie to express my thank to Amb. Takun representing Khun Kanthathi. We want the government of Thailand to know that small conference is something unique because very well known he picked Thailand. I am very proud to be here working together with Prof. Hellmann.

· Let me express one or two points of the seminar.

· You know, in the world, today, they change so fast and so many complex security or regionalism also changes so much. I am economist but people know that I have moved into the field of human resources in many ways; development among companies and all that. But people are also part of diplomacy. We have a group of senior board members of Foundation here organized 5 consecutive Leadership Forums. When we look at globalization and its impacts on people, that why Prof. Hellmann came here 4 times. Last year, I did not do it because I am the Chairman of APEC HRDWG. · When we look at economic and cultural differences, it is people-centered activity instead of narrow security issue. Then, we are shifting paradigm. We know the way of looking at the world from multisector. It is very interesting.

· I hope all of you disseminate this information.

· We have to think about the benefit to people.

· In conclusion, I would call this meeting "this meeting of leader" . It is small but follows the commitment of any learning environment.

· Leaders have to do two things

· One, to look at complex and difficult problem and try to solve it

· Secondly, the leader have to look at the future and anticipate change

· I am very proud to be invited small conference. Small in number but not small in idea. People have to have ambition to solve world problem. Because people in this room have ideas but your ideas need foundation to support.

· Prof. Hellmann has many great ideas. The detail must be bigger.

· We have to build community of learners of security in complex world. The risk will be high.

The presentation on "The Challenge of Leadership at the Dawn of the Aasian Century: The United States and Multicultural Institutions" by Prof. Donald C. Hellmann, the Henry M. Jackson Scholl of International Studies, Director, Institute for International policy, University of Washington

· The current explosive China-led spurt in economic growth, following decades of speculator expansion by many Asian nations will create the world's largest regional economy in a decade or so, barring a major disruption of the global economy.

· To this continuing expansion of Asian Economic power has been added a series of governmental initiatives, forum, bilateral and regional free trade agreements and modest efforts to institutionalize the security dimension of Asian regionalism is compounded by a second dimension of United States foreign policy, a diminished commitment to multilateralism and multilateralism institutions at a historical threshold that requires leadership in an increasingly interdependent world.

· The rise of Asia is more than a shift of power and poses unprecedented, daunting and dimly recognized challenge: how to accommodate the first, large, truly successful non-western region since the industrial revolution into an increasingly interdependent but still not convergent world.

· The challenges of Asian regionalism include

· Virtually all Asian countries have extremely limited experience as participants in international organizations.

· Nationalism remains strong in all major Asian states.

· Political difference

· Variation of economic development

The presentation on "Zhoubian Institutions and Zhoubianism: China's Approach to Governance in East Asia" by Assoc. Prof. Su Changhe, Associate Professor of International Affairs, Director, Center for China and International Organization (CIO)

· The models of China's relationship to the World: Independence vs Interdependence
· Zhoubian Institutions and Zhoubianism: China's role in East Asian Governance

· Zhoubian Institutions refer to multilateral institutions based on rules which are reached jointly by China and its neighbor countries in dealing with transnational issues in East Asian Region.
· Zhoubian Institutional arrangements reflect the basic idea of Zhoubianism as principle guidance for relations between China and its neighbor countries.
· Zhoubianism here refers to the new thinking composed of new concept of security and friendly neighbors, which is developed recently in Chinese foreign relations to reinforce and facilitate regional cooperation.

· The rising China will not be likely to threat stability of international system.

· Zhoubain institutions as regional public goods is, and will, contributing to good governance in East Asia.

· East Asia is the most advanced in terms of economic regionalism.

· Economic regionalism is supported by various policy-and institution-driven measures of regional cooperation, e.g., for cross-border infrastructure, energy, food and agriculture, environment, health, trade, investment, labor, money and finance, social protection, diplomacy, security and political institutions.

· East Asian economic regionalism has been limited to cross-border infrastructure and associated software, trade and investment, money and finance and provision of various types of regional public goods.

· Three pillars of monetary and financial cooperation: Economic Review and Policy Dialogue Process, Chiang Mai Initiative and Asian bond market development.

· Factors behind the Recent Emergence of East Asian Regionalism.

The presentation on "Prospect for Asian Financial Institutions: The Global Perspective" by Dr. Richard D. Erb, Research and Adjunct Professor, The University of Montana

· Financial Sector Dynamics

· Computer and communication innovations also permit a high degree of divergence among financial sectors.

· Many Asian governments are restructuring and recapitalizing weak financial institutions and encouraging mergers with stronger institutions.

· A number of Asian municipalities aim to become major regional and global financial centers.

· Role of Governments

· Governments play a number of roles that shape the structure, performance and evolution of financial sectors.

· Most governments around the world attempt to directly influence financial activities through tax incentives, government guarantees and direct subsidies.

· Governments also attempt to influence sector development through the use of controls over financial inflows and outflows.

· Asian multilateral initiatives

· In 1998, the Japanese government launched the idea of establishing an Asian Monetary Fund but it was dropped due to the sharp negative reactions of the US Treasury and the IMF.

· Since 1999, the ASEAN+3 have developed a regional financial cooperation framework such as CMI and BSAs.

The Presentation on "From ASEAN+3 to the East Asian Community Summit: Creating an Asian Community" by Ambassador Darryl N. Johnson, University of Washington

· The US has also been consistently supportive of stronger regional links in Asia.

· The US remains engaged with every country in the Asia-Pacific region through bilateral and regional institutions.

· In the realm of regional security, the US remains engaged with most countries in the region through the PACOM.

· The US are not threatened by the rise of China. We should all benefit from a China that is stable and prosperous and playing a constructive role in the world as a real stakeholder.

Prof. Florian Alburo, School of Economics, University of Philippines

· The basic question is that there are many institutions that have involved in the region both on trade and financial sides.

· These institutions are stepping toward global integration.

· These regional organizations are building blocks or stumbling blocks to multilateralism. 

· We should put knowledge base that would help them folder up into global integration. That is lacking at the moment.

· The other side of it is that many initiatives possibly pose regional bias of trade and finance. Since 1992, when AFTA was developed and implemented. The utilization rate for AFTA in the region is very low. It is less than 10%. So increasing of trade emerged. It is not caused by this initiative. On their own stream, they have involved in the context of the global, openness of this country rather than the initiatives brought about by ASEAN-AFTA. 

· When businessmen tried to aware of this AFTA, they have to submit Form D. The utilization of Form D is less than 10%. Therefore, the search of trade going on and has very much less to do with the organization behind it and more with greater openness among countries.

· This is a contributing factor to global integration of this country. This is a more critical question. A reason is that on one side, there is a perception that this going to be a capable effect.  All of this agreement and arrangement have taken place without any directions. It is a challenge for us.

· On the other side of it, regionalism in term of financial architecture, financial crisis in 1997, we have to think about the fact that local commonalties among these countries in terms of their interest greedy, financial regional interest. Large part of ASEAN countries are interested in Micro-finance that improving cross-border financial instrument. The second one, in many institutions, if you create initiatives in the region, you actually try to encourage a weaker and fear your second order than the global one. You are encouraging low-level technology including countries which have weak institutions to have financial initiatives. This might be called global integration.

· What we need to do to make this initiative fall in place and become folder up into global integration?

· How can regional institution be made more effective than they are existing one?

· Why regional institution would be useful to nurture?

· Even in financial side of it, for example, global financial institutions are sensitive to changes and the rules to extend ASEAN become strong forum and compulsive reason for international institutions.

· The problem of the proliferation of the world today or of these regional institutions are how they fit in the context of global integration. No one has clear answer.

Presentation on "Institution Building in East Asia: Southeast Asian Experiences from the Perspective of Northeast Asia" by Dr. Yong-Chool Ha, Professor Seoul National University

· ASEAN as a role model for Northeast Asia

· As for China, the ASEAN has tried to accommodate and socialize the rising China.

· Japan has been heavily engaged in Southeast Asia primarily in economic terms.

· South Korea joined the ARF and became a member of ASEAN+3 as a way of seeking support for North Korean issues.

· Thus, the ASEAN brought in all the major actors in Northeast Asia into its own institutional context.

· Asia and Post 9/11 security of the world

· Toward the new security paradigm

· Now it is the time of transition of our configuration in South East Asia. Between the old thinking to cooperative mode of regionalism.

· The rise of China is the big central issue that has caused a lot of concerned and discussion and implication for the East Asian region.

· You can look at this phenomenon from realist viewpoint. The school of Nine and Cohen argued about the complex of interdependence. In Asia, the both power politics go on and move towards regionalization.

· Two stream approach in international relations 

· What types of order in East Asia that we can expect or emerge from this transition. 

· It is evident that power configuration is in the plus of Asia Pacific that raise question "To what kind of international order might be emerging?"

· One of the major issues that everybody concern is so called "peaceful development of China?"

· We all know that phenomenon of economic growth has caused both optimism or concerned.

· China is described as peaceful rise for development. 

· The success is an intense debate and possible Impact of China on security and stability in Asia Pacific Region.

· It depends on how China uses its rapidly growing power to achieve its goals which include regime security and preservation of territorial integrity especially in Taiwan and the further attainment of power in the region aspect.

· China is presenting its booming economy as the benefit to the region. China is using its soft power to win over the region. It has been so far very successful.

· During the economic crisis in 1997, China bell out fund for the countries affected by the crisis. It is like shared appreciation for the country. That is why Japan pays a lot more. China has played the role of benevolence and peaceful power especially in relation with South East Asia. At the ASEAN+3 meeting in October 2003, China and ASEAN declared the strategic partnership for peace and prosperity that was formalized by China's accession to ASEAN treaty cooperation.

· The U.S. has not ratified the treaty cooperation. 

· Australia has made the same gap. 

· Another aspect of rising China is the neutral modernization. The U.S. expressed its concerned for the lack of transparency.

· It is a reason of entire succession law deadline has made instability. How China stands is instability in South East Asia as strategy which will be spelt out by the co-sign.

· China recognized that the U.S. 's strength will be the U.S. will be the super power of the world. China won't be able to catch up in the foreseeable future. China's weakness of both economic and military possibility in 1997 is still behind the world's leading states. 

· As a whole, China is recognized that its policy is guided by the intention to develop its own economy win friends around the region's safety. 

· This is a reason for peaceful rise and development.

· Another issue is normalization of Japan. Two major security concerns that Japan is moving is toward a normal country means national capable for fighting war. This was brought about by the possible concerned with nuclear arm in Korea and rising China. This move brought about negative reaction from the victims from Japan, namely, China and South Korea.

· Japan is rethinking its reliance on the U.S. and leads to its building up its military power which actually has been going on. Its military power is second to the U.S. The Prime Minister's visit to Yasupuni's trial on Japan's peaceful image and textbook controversy. 

· Japan's alliance with the U.S. make China suspect of the ally.

· The U.S. will continue predominant in East Asia. This is because of the U.S. left out of East Asia Summit. 

· The implications include 

· The U.S. is still forming most military power of the world and economic relation with East Asia is still significant in spite of that China.

· The only downside might be the fact that its soft power might have gone down as a result of the tension of unilateralism and strategic. 

· Most significant is the fact that South East Asian countries still bound to American presence in the region. The alliance still maintains the readjustment from unable partnership to able one.

· The most important indication is of the U.S. is the EP3 incident with the sign of relief of South East Asian countries. This is an indication that South East Asia do not generally want to choose about China and the U.S. 

· South East Asia has to engage both the U.S. and China and has stable relation between the two.

· South East Asia is happy to see the relation between the U.S.  and China unconfrontational and cooperative.

· China initiated East Asian summit that leave the U.S. out raise the question that this pertain the U.S. being left out of South East Asia.

· Australia, New Zealand and India should be included in the EAS.
